Springtime brings annual Town budgets 
and potholes.  The Board of Selectmen 
has sent our FY2010-2011 budget to the 
Board of Finance.  The budget of 
$9,039,238 represents only an increase 
of $1,427 over last year’s level.  The 
proposed budget was an 
acknowledgement by the Board of the 
extreme economic conditions facing our 
community and taxpayers.  The basically 
zero increase in expenditures this year 
follows a three percent reduction in 
expenditures last year and means the 
Board of Selectmen budget will have 
increased only an average of 0.8% per 
year over the last three years. 
 

The proposed budget is leaner in many 
areas than the Board would like.  For 
example, the budget reduces rather than 
increases the expenditure of monies to 
maintain our roads.  Like other Valley 
towns, last winter was tough on our 
roads.  In better times we should be 
increasing the annual expenditure for 
road maintenance.  The Board has taken 
this opportunity to develop a 
comprehensive road maintenance 
program which can be used in future 
years to guide road improvements. 
 

Given the rise in operating expenses for 
utilities, healthcare, pensions and other 
fixed expenses, it will not be possible to 
maintain a zero increase in expenditures 
next year without significantly reducing 
Town services. Facing probable 
decreases in revenues from the State 
along with no growth in our grand list, the 
Board will be working to prioritize Town 
services. We hope you will participate 
with the Board of Selectmen in that 
exercise.
