in these difficult economic times
reductions in spending are necessary.
The factors that impacted this year's
budget are:

Significant decreases in revenues
including interest on investments
and fees from building permits
and licenses;

Reduction in the grand list in that
although the value of property
increased the amount of property
did not;

Uncertainty in amount of state aid;
Increase in certain expenses
including health care costs and
the delivery of essential services.

In order to meet these challenges the
Board is proposing a 3% reduction in
spending for the Fiscal Year 2009-2010
budget. The Board achieved some of
these savings by:

Reduced staff hours in the Police

Department, Land Use
Department, Transfer Station and
Facilities;

Eliminating the subsidy paid on
behalf of homeowners who utilize
curbside trash pickup;

Reductions in numerous line
items by analyzing historical
spending trends;

Limiting Capital Expenditures and
temporarily suspending funding
next year for the popular Open
Space Program since there is
currently unallocated monies in
the Open Space account;
Reduced energy costs

additional money for firefighter retention and
recruitment incentives, road maintenance
and an employee leave liability fund which
had previously been an unfunded liability.

The Board is hopeful that this proposed
budget will allow the Board of Finance to
craft a Town Budget with no tax increase
this year. Important dates in the budget
process are April 16™ at 7:00 pm for the
Board of Finance Public Hearing; April 21
at 4:00 pm for a Board of Finance Budget
workshop; and May 11™ at 7:00 pm Annual
Town Budget meeting to adopt the Fiscal
Year 2009-2010 budget. All meetings are
held at the Community Center. Please visit
our website at www.townofcantonct.org for all
meeting agendas, correspondence and
minutes.

Use caution this spring. Brush fires occur more
frequently during the spring season in CT than any
other season. Open burning of brush in the Town of
Canton requires the property owner to acquire an
open burning permit from the Office of the Fire
Marshal in the Town Hall. Only after acquiring a
signed open burning permit and authorization from
the Canton Emergency Communications Dispatcher
may burning occur. Unauthorized burning poses a
threat to not only woods and grasslands, but to
structures and people.

If you haven't already, please change the batteries in
your smoke detectors. Replace batteries in battery

Level llI: Stroke Development: Participants will learn to jump into deep water
from the side; dive from kneeling or standing position, submerge and retrieve
an object; bob with head fully submerged; use rotary breathing in horizontal
position; perform front and back glide; perform survival float; change from
horizontal to vertical position on front and back; perform front and back crawl;
butterfly kick and body motion; perform the help huddle position; perform a
reach assist; use check-call-care in an emergency.

Level IV: Stroke Improvement: Participants will learn to perform shallow dive
or dive from stride position; swim underwater; perform feet first surface dive;
perform open turns on front and back using any stroke; treading water using
sculling arm motions and kick; perform front and back crawl, breaststroke,
butterfly, elementary backstroke, swim on side using scissors-like kick; use
safe diving rules; perform compact jump into water from height while wearing
a life jacket; perform a throwing assist; care for conscious choking victim.

Level V: Stroke Refinement: Participants will learn to tread water with two
different kicks; learn survival swimming; perform rescue breathing; perform
standing dive, shallow dive, glide two body lengths and begin and front
stroke, tuck surface dive, pike surface dive, front flip turn, back stroke flip
turn, front and back crawl, butterfly, breaststroke, elementary backstroke, side
stroke.

Level VI: Swimming and Skill Proficiency: Participants will learn personal
water safety, lifeguard readiness, fundamentals of diving, fithess swimming.
Participants will refine strokes to swim with ease, efficiency, power, and
smoothness over greater distances.
